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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to étudy' Inowledge aﬁd
pract.ice ‘on family planning among Lhe reproductive female in Sanpohg
Vil]age,'Tambon Bankaad, Mae Wang Sub - district; Chiang Mai Province.
Tﬁe‘ relationships between knowledge, population factors, informatign
accuirement. and practice on family p}anning‘df the populat.ion vwere
investigated. The population were BU'reprodnctive and ‘married women
ased between 15 to 11 years old. The multi stage sampling was carried
ol and the populat.ion were_divided into two groups @ a gfoup of 6B

for interviewing and a group of 14 for focus group discussion. The




instruments employéd vere a structured interview and a group
discussion guide. The content validity of the instruments were
varified by experts and.were,tried out. with a group of people similar
Lo ‘the popﬁlation.rThe data were ansdlysed to determine frequencyi
distribut.ion, means, and stahdard aeviation. The statistical test was
done by empibying chi square test and Fisher exact test. -

As  the result of the study, it was found that the average

.scmres'of knowledge vas 14.52 or 44.0 percent. It was interpreted that
the population had an average knowledge. On part of ‘the famiiy
planming practice foéusedlon birth control method, .duration of the
birth control practice and phy5ica1.examination, it was found that at
the time of the study the Lemporary contraception vas preferrable and
thé .mést pdpular method was pill. waever; the duration of the
present, birth control practice was less than 5 years. The majority of
~ Lhe population had physical examination during birth control practice.

Statistically,,.knowledge vas significantly related tb birth
control  and physical examination . but not to the duration of hirth
cont.aol pranfice. For population factors suoh_ as  age, ocpupation,
income, eduﬁation and number of living child, it was found that
education and number of living child had relationship - with birth
cohtrol methad  but, had no relatiohship with.duration of the birth
control and the physical examination. Age had relationship with bhoth
the duration and the physical examination but had no relationship
with the practice method. Occupation and income had no relationship
with any family planning practice. Practice indicat.ion factor, tﬁat
is, receiving of family planning information had relationship with
the dﬁraﬂion bhut not_with the birth control method and the physical

examinat.ion.
