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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this descriptive study was to survey people’s opinion on health toward
Tha Phae walking street project. The study explored general and health effect opinion due to this
walking street project. The samples were selected by multistage sampling technique from people
living in Nakomn Chiang Mai municipality. Data were collected by using questionnaires developed
based on health dimension concept including physical, mental, social and spiritual dimensions.
The questionnaires were sent to 400 persons and the response rate was 50% that were analyzed by
descriptive statistics.

The results showed that 87.5 percent of the respondents had visited the site of Tha Phae
walking street project. Forty to sixty percent of those indicated that the objectives of walking street
project were to induce grbwth in economic and travel industry, encourage energy save and pollution
reduction by walking or riding bicycles and sustain the project to advance activity for quality of life
among people. These objects were set as the main objectives of the project. However, most

respondents (65-80%) indicated other objectives that were not included in the main organizer’ s




objects, those were to conserve Lanna’s tradition, culture and create more jobs and new market place
for tourists. Meanwhile, majority of respondents suggested that this project was appropriate in date,
time, place,.and activities. However, they recommended that the project should be improved by
providing sufficient waste containers, car parking, public lavatories, security system, and communal
transportation. |

The opinions on health effects were explored by asking in both positive and negative effect
on health dimensions. Levels of opinion were categorized into 5 levels ranged from the extremely
disagree to the extremely agree. Almost of respondents agreed with positive statement such as
“the project created new area for selling Lanna handmade products that induced higher income for
people”. While, the respondents hesitated with negative statement such as “people could not
participate in policy arrangement of Tha Phae walking street project”. Nonetheless, The results from
the study showed that the project had the most effect social then spiritual dimensions, mental

dimensions and the least was physical dimensions.
