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ABSTRACT

This descriptive study aimed to study the impact on physical, mental, social and
spiritual health from the Kwan Phayao Wall Construction. The population of the study was
houscholds, living in Wiang Subdistrict, Muang District, Phayao Province. The samples were
divided into 2 groups : 11 community leaders for focus group discussion, which were selected
by purposive sampling and 349 people who were representative of the households, which were
selected by multi-stage sampling. The instruments used in this study were the guideline for the
focus group discussion and interview form which were constructed by researcher and reviewed
by 3 experts. The reliability of the interview form was at .86. The methods used in data collection
were focus group discussion, interviewing, and reflecting the result findings to the public. Data
from focus group discussion were summarized and grouping, data from the interview were
analyzed by using descriptive statistics.

The results showed that the Kwan Phayao Wall Construction had both positive
and negative impacts on physical, mental, social and spiritual health. Positive impacts on physical
health were 1) increasing safety for people from the traffic accident, 2) reducing an accident of
falling into the lake, and 3) having exercising area for péople. Negative impacts on physical
health were 1) increasing released waste to Kwan Phayao, 2) causing road become narrow, and

3) car parking was not well organized which can cause an accident. Positive impacts on mental



health were 1) positive aesthetic changes and 2) feeling comfortable from recreation at Kwan
Phayao. Negative impacts on mental health were 1) feeling uncomfortable with traffic jam during
in the evening, 2) worried about adolescents gathering. Positive impacts on social health were
1) people gained more incomes, 2) families had joint activities, and 3) promoted local traditional
activities. Negative impact on social health was conflict problems caused by adolescents
quarrelling. Positive impact on spiritual health was people were proud of the improvement of
Kwan Phayao. Negative impact on spiritual health was unsure if the previous life style and
natural view of Kwan Phayao had disappeared.

The result findings suggested that regulations should be drawn on car parking, rubbish

management and security in the area of Kwan Phayao.
