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Abstract

This research scrutinized the of political roles of women and the obstacles faced
by female politicians through the novel Nayok Ying by Thommayatee. The study
focused on an in-depth examination of the character of Golan Krima a female
protagonist who suddenly changed her role from that of a housewife to a woman
prime minister after her husband and her son were killed during their political

activities. This qualitative study of representations of women’s role in politics

evaluated the novel based on its mimetic qualities and from the theoretical standpoint
of liberal feminism.

The results reveal that the protagonist’s characters still bind to the roles of
housewife which was seen by most people, especially, men as an obstacle for her
political activities. Besides, the work realistically portrays many of the challenges
women are faced with in politics through a character who possesses some
characteristics different from an ideal Thai woman in a patriarchal society.

Further research of other novels by the same author and other Thai authors along
this line, and studies on the feminist issues in relation to politics found in the works of
Thommayantee and other authors are recommended in order to get a clearer picture
and directions of the women’s role in politics and a research aimed to portray the
image of women in politics and society in general from literary works influence those
in other popular forms of media would be of great interest to a continuing examine the

development of women’s roles in Thai society.
