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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study the effects of analytical thinking through
cooperative learning (NHT) with CIPPA model on analytical thinking skills of Mathayom Suksa
4 students. The researcher collected data from the sample which consisted of 28 Mathayom Suksa
5 students at Chiang Mai University Domonstration School who were taught through NHT for
4 weeks. The instruments used included 5 lesson plans covering 8 hours, basic analytical thinking
tests, analytical thinking multiple-choice, achievement test and observation form for observing
students’ participants and teachers’s reflective form. The data were analyzed in terms of means,
percentage and presented through tables with explanation. The findings are as follows:
(1) achievement of analytical thinking reading was higher after engaging in the NHT activities
with the means of 9.25 or 61.67 percent and 11.32 or 75.47 per cent before and after the
instruction, respectively, and (2) analytical thinking skills of the students was higher at very

much level or 76.79 percent, which was higher than the set criterion.
