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ABSTRACT

This research paper aimed to examine social attitudes and moral expectations
of northern Thai society concerning women behavior which emphasizes on their
relationship with men as reflected in Aor Chaiworasin’s selected novels. The
purposes of the study are to identify how woman characters are portrayed in the
novels, how the author comments on their behavior which reflect northern Thai
social attitudes and moral expectation on women, and how such behavior can be
explained by social psychological theory. The researcher intended to present female
characters’ cases as examples of both proper and improper behavior according to the
author’s comments which implied throughout the stories. In addition, social
psychological theory is applied to create understanding of factors influencing
characters’ thoughts, feeling and environment which are relevant to their moral
behavior. This implied idea of local attitudes and expectations can suggest cultural
beliefs which the researcher hopes that it will help emphasize on situational

problems today and also maintain the idea of local and national identity.
