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Abstract

The purpose of this descriptive study was to investigate and to compare the quality of
life among women after hysterectomy with oophorectomy with regard to the total quality of life,
life satisfaction, self-concept, health and functioning, and socio-economic at 6 months and 12
months after the operation. The subjects were 80 women who had followed up at the menopausal
clinic of Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital. The subjects were purposively selected based on
the eligible criteria. The research instruments developed by the researcher consisted of the
Demographic Data Recording Form and the Quality of Life Interviewing Form developed by
Suthatip Upalabut (1994). The content validity index of the instrument was 0.89. The reliability of
the Quality of Life Interviewing Form was assured based on Cronbach’s alpha coefficient which
were 0.92, 0.82, 0.82, 0.80 and 0.80 for total reliability, life satisfaction, self-concept, health and
functioning and socio-economic categories respectively. Data were analyzed using percentage,

mean, standard deviation, and t-test.



The results of this study indicated that :

1. The total quality of life’s mean score was at a good level as were the scores for life
satisfaction, self-concept, health and functioning and, socio-economic,

2. The total quality of life and each subcategory’s mean score were at a good level for
both the 6 month and 12 menth groups. The quality of life’s mean scores of both groups were not

significantly different ( p > .05).
