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Abstract

This descriptive correlational study was conducted
to describe family support and quality of 1life of visual
impaired persons and to examine the relationship between
these two variables. A purposive sampling technique by
criteria set was used to select sixty-five wvisual impaired
persons attending the ocular outpatiént clinic at the Fixst
Teaching Hospital of West China University df Medical
Sciences (WCUMS) in Chengdu, Sichuan province, during
November 1999 to January 2000. The instruments used for
data collection in this study consisted of the demographic
data record form, Modified Perceived Social Support from

Family Scale (MPSS-Fa), and Modified Quality of Life

Questionnaire {(MQOLQ). The content validity of MQOLQ was
approved by experts with the score of .96. The reliability
was examined using ten subjects who met the criteria for
sample seiection, The alpha value of KR-21 of MPPS-Fa was
.82 and the Cronbach’s alipha values of MQOLQ and its four
domains were‘ .83, .81, .86, .76, and .74, respectively.
Descriptive statistics and Pearson’s product moment

correlation coefficient were used to analyse the data.

Results from this study indicated that the majority
of subjects (93.86%) perceived a high level of family
support and more than half of the subjects (47 persons)
reported their quality of life were at the high level. There
was a statistical significantly ©positive relationship
between fémily support and overall quality of life (r =
.705, p <.05). Meanwhile, family support was also
étatistical significantly positive correlated to each domain
namely life saticfaction, self-concept, heaith and
functioning, and socioceconomic domainé (r = 1877, .755,

.751. and .549, p < .05), of quality of life.
