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ABSTRACT

The Nurses Association of Thailand Northern Branch has provided various activities for
members in 17 provinces in northern Thailand. Activities should meet the needs of the members
as much as possible. This study aimed to explor needs and need responses on activities of the
Nurses Association of Thailand Northern Branch as perceived by members who were nurses
working in community hospitals in Lampang province.The population consisted of 243 nurses.
Data were collected by using a set of questionnaire, delveloped by the investigator based on
marketing concept of McCarthy and Perreault (1993).Data were analyzed by using percentage,
mean, standard deviation and paired t-test.

The results revealed that :

1. The nurses in community hospitals in Lampang province who were members of the
Nurses Association of Thailand perceived the needs on all activities provided by the Nurses

Association of Thailand Northern Branch at a high level (J_C = 4.10, SD =0.47) and perceived the



need responses on all activities provided by the Nurses Association of Thailand Northern Branch
at a low level (; =2.38,8D=0.75).

2. The nurses in community hospitals in Lampang province who were members of the
Nurses Association of Thailand perceived the needs more than need responses on all activities and
subscale of activities provided by the Nurses Association of Thailand Northern Branch
significantly different.

From the results of the study , the nursing administrator should be aware of providing
opportunities for nurses to participate more in activities of the Nurses Association of Thailand
Northern Branch. The committee of the Nurses Association of Thailand Northern Branch can use
the results of the study for planning and managing the activities to meet the needs of the

members.
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
