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ABSTRACT

The impact of women with cervical cancer undergoing radiotherapy and
chemotherapy involved physical, psychological, spiritual, socioeconomic and family aspects,
which fnight influence the quality of life among women. If women with cervical cancer
undergoing radiotherapy and chemotherapy have high hardiness, they ﬁll have a good quality of
life. '

The purposes of this comrelational descriptive research were to investigate hardiness
and quality of life, and to examine relationship between hardiness and quality of life among
women with cervical cancer undergoing radiotherapy and chemotherapy. The subjects were 65
women who were diagnosed with cervical cancer undergoing radiotherapy and chemotherapy
after three weeks of treatment and treated at the Therapeutic Radiology and Oncology Division,

Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital. The research instruments consisted of the Demographic



Data Profile, the Hardiness Scale and the Quality of Life Questionnaire. Data were analyzed by
using descriptive statistics and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. All of women with cervical cancer undergoing radiotherapy and chemotherapy had
high level mean scores of the hardiness;

2. Most of women with cervical cancer undergoing radiotherapy and chemotherapy
(72.30%) had highest level mean scores of the quality of life; and

3. There was a medium positive relationship (r = .60) between the hardiness and the
quality of life among women with cervical cahcer undergoing radiotherapy and chemotherapy at a
significant level of .01.

These findings suggested that nurses should promote hardiness among women with

cervical cancer undergoing radiotherapy and chemotherapy in order to a better quality of life.
