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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the chafacteristics
of the tourism in northern, the factors influencing the travellihg
expenditure and finding a suitable model to predict the travelling
expenditure. By using the data from Annual Statistical Survey Report
on Tourism in Northern Thailand of Statistics and Research Division
in Technical Department in Tourism Authority of Thailand.

’ The results of additive chi-square showed that the population,
economical and sccial factors, and factors regarding trévelling and
staying influenced the differences among the zone of travelling.
With the travelling expenditure, it was found that the travelling

expenditure of thai tourist and abroad tourist was not difference.



Multiple Classification Analysis contributed model of the
travelling expenditure by controlling the age of tourist which
divided into +three classification types, i.e. the population,
economical and social factors model, thg travelling and staying
factors model, and the integrated model. It was found that the
trayelling and staying factors model had a greater relationship with
ex;enditure than the population, economical and social factors model.
The integrated model was the best explanation with the positive
relationship to the travelling expenditure and some independent
variables, i.e. population of bhussiness occupation, paid money for
consumer’s goods, traveled by airline, used the travelling agency,
stayed overnight at hotél and traveled more than 3 times per year.
The tourist expenditure had to pay at least 1451.41 baths per person
per day.

From the model, it was found that the travelling expenditure
of the tourist in the upper northern zone was more than +that of the
tourist in the lower northern zone. It was also found that the age
of tourist influenced the travelling expenditure among the zone of

travelling.
